4. SmithBucklin
a. Purpose
i. Succession planning for Elissa Passiment
ii. Maintain and improve current operations
iii. Expand operations in the area of marketing
iv. CLMA used them and gave a good report
b. New Website
i. The software that SmithBucklin purchased for the website does not meet members’ needs.  It is still difficult to navigate, join groups, and find membership rosters and links to state society websites.  There were no initial instructions as to how to use the site and members continue to request such.  FAQs need to be developed to facilitate the process.
(1) Accessing State Rosters
(a) Log on the website using your username and password.  Under MY PROFILE, click on Groups.  You will see a new group: State Society Roster Access.  Click on your state society name.  Next click on Groups Pages.  A button Membership Reports will pop up.  Click on this.  On the next page, choose the report you want. Click submit.  Click Download Detailed Excel Report to be able to save the report as an Excel spreadsheet. 
(b) Access limited to state presidents, state treasurers, and state membership chairs.
(2) Membership Renewal
(a) SmithBucklin is having difficulties with the membership numbers so while it appears that 4,800 members have not renewed the dues revenues indicate that there are fewer non-renewals.  SmithBucklin is working to resolve the membership database issues.
(b) 158 members have not paid their state dues b/c of the website issue
(c) SmithBucklin has developed a postcard to collect state dues
(d) SmithBucklin they will be asked to assume the expenses.
ii. SmithBucklin Update
(1) The Committee reviewed the issues/concerns identified by the Board and staff to include the membership database and renewal process, website, meeting management, operations manager and customer relations.  After considerable discussion the Executive Committee directed President Otto to draft a letter to SmithBucklin, with Committee input, outlining actions that must be taken to meet our expectations along with completion deadlines. 
5. Membership Campaign 
a. SmithBucklin will provide marketing services for the membership campaign for a fee of $13,000 which was included in the approved budget.  The Membership Committee will provide input in the development of the campaign
b. The member renewal thank you of 6 free online quizzes will once again be offered
i. Members who renew by October 30, 2011, a month later than last yea
ii. The response rate for the free CE was only 4.5%, up from 3% the previous year
iii. Email reminders will be sent to eligible members
c. Each state to contact their lapsed members by phone
i. Ask them when they sent their renewal into the office
ii. Their name is on your lapsed list, we need to find out why
iii. Encourage each lapsed member to renew their membership.
6. Financial Update, 79th Annual Meeting and End of Year
a. The financial forecast for the year showed a loss of $69,000
b. Due to $40,000 in expenses related to the transition to SmithBucklin
c. And $20,000 in meeting management transition, both one-time expenses.
i. Actual losses appear to be closer to $32,000
ii. Due to some unexpected revenues ($7,500 for Webcast).
7. Other ASCLS Activities
a. Certificate Maintenance Offer will continue
i. Members can purchase a one year subscription for $55 for 12 hours of CE
ii. Or $95 for unlimited CE through MediaLab, Inc. 
iii. So far this year 329 members have subscribed 327 last year.
b. Progress on due diligence for CLMA
CLMA is having difficulty cancelling their 2013 meeting commitment with two hotels and the convention center in Phoenix due to a very significant attrition fee.  SmithBucklin is negotiating on their behalf but until this issue is resolved the due diligence process is on hold.
c. Board of Certification
The BOC met in October and Elissa Passiment gave an ASCLS update.  She reported on the CE Organizer project to transfer member information directly to the BOC.
d. Millennial Retention Task Force
Staff recently determined that only 925 members have provided their birthdates, an optional field, on the membership application.  Given the charge to the Task Force to identify a mechanism to quantify the number of millennial members, age ranges will be added to the membership application instead of date of birth.  The Task Force will be asked for four or five recommended ranges.  
e. Futures Task Force
One of the charges to the Task Force was to investigate offering a management workshop like CLEC.  The Task Force is currently waiting to see what happens with CLMA since the CLMA ThinkLab could be redesigned to make it more like CLEC.  Another option would be to add it to CLEC or the Annual Meeting to eliminate issues with room blocks by just increasing the existing block for those meetings. 
f. Direct Access Position Paper Task Force
Cindy Johnson has agreed to serve on the Task Force.  Washington, Kansas and Virginia are direct access states so Task Force members solicited from each state for a total complement of four members.  Ruby Brower from Kansas has agreed to serve.
g. Revision of Body of Knowledge
As the last revision of the BOK occurred in 2004 and of the Entry Level Curriculum in 2002 a revision is due.  The BOK should be completed prior to the Entry Level Curriculum.  Molecular needs to be added to the BOK as well as an expansion of the Consulting section.  A task force will be appointed and Shauna Anderson will be asked to take the lead as she did with the last two BOK versions.  Once a draft is completed a consensus session will be scheduled at CLEC to gather educator input.  Depending on the merger status consideration could be given to incorporating the CLMA management BOK and following their format. 
h. IFBLS
The 2012 Congress will be held in August in Berlin, Germany.  ASCLS will send a delegation with Ellen Libby as the chief delegate.  IFBLS wants to pass a motion to change the dues so that they are no longer based on membership numbers.  While our finances have precluded ASCLS from exhibiting at their meeting other U.S. organizations are able to do so.  Elissa Passiment will investigate the current costs associated with exhibiting.  As ASCLS is the representative organization for the U.S. our delegates must insure that we continue as such.
i. Student Forum Chair Mentoring
The Committee discussed the level of Student Forum activity and the mentoring needed for the Chair.  Given that the officer election process hasn’t changed in many years and doesn’t necessarily facilitate students getting acquainted with the candidates a recommendation was made to revise the process such that candidates can be identified prior to the meeting.  They could then use the Student Forum Facebook page to post pictures and bios so that students would know more about the candidates before the Annual Meeting.  The Social Networking Task Force will be consulted for ideas as to how better to engage the students and candidates prior to the meeting.  President Otto will also ask the Policy and Procedure Committee to review the qualifications in an effort to insure that students have some state or regional experience prior to running for a national office.  As a previous Student Forum officer Barbara Snyderman offered to help with the process and qualification revisions.
