d. Board of Directors (BOD) Actions: 

i. Encourage better communication: Tim reminded everyone on the Region committees to seek out who is your National committee chairs for communication. John Koenig voiced his concerns about trying to receive communication from National. Sherry Miner spoke for National and the website and said it was all a work in progress.  A discussion ensued about Presidents sharing their roster with all National committee chairs so they would know who to contact.

iii. Support leadership academy, Scientific Assemblies, and the Social Networking Task Force

iv. Use the BOC mailing list to reach potential new members with ASCLS benefits

v. States can create a website on ASCLS site.

vi. Bio-Rad Professional Achievement Award changed its eligibility lapse from 10 to 5 years

vii. Asked Minority Forum to reconsider their current name, to include “diversity, direction and structure.
